Ohly Original State Flag
Is On Display At Library|

Single Survivor of Ten State

writes she would be delighted to se-
cure this valuable relic and historic
treasure for N, C. Hall of History as
a loan. :

The public is invited to come to |§

the library to see this flag. Publicly
displayed for the first time in North
Carolina since its return from being
captured at the Battle of New Bern,
March 14, 1862, it is in a wonderful
state of preservation; with only a
few bullet holes in it and in Dplaces
slightly discolored — probably blood
stains. It is made of silk and wool,
woven by one of the early handlooms
with the dates hand-sewn, with the
smallest of stitches, in finest linen:

“May 20, 1775
May 20, 1861

The date May 20, 1861, is no longer
on the North Carolina state flag.
April 12, 1776, of the Hallifax Conven-
tion has taken its place. In Ashe’s
History, Vol. II, page 616 there is a
detailed description of the wvaluable
relic now on display at the Braswell
Memorial Library.

History classes of the schools are
especially invited to see this flag
while it"is In our possession tempo-
rarily.

Also of interest to students of his-
tory; in the same exhibit is a ballast
rock from England used by Phillip
Amadas and Arthur Barlowe from
their barks “The Admiral” and ‘“The
Tiger” when they landed on Roanoke
Island July 13, 1854, and a pipe bowl
smoked by the early colonists, found
at Nags Head, also exhibited by the
kindness of Mr. Worthington.

Of especia] interest at this time is
a portfolio just received of “Facsimi-
les of Famous American Documents
and Letters.” Among them is Stone-
wall Jackson’s last message to Gen-
eral Lee in his own handwriting, and
Robert T. Lee’s letter to his Cousin
Roger, written from Arlington an-
nouncing his resignation from the
Army and his decision to defend his
native state against the Union. Also
General Grant’s letter to General Lee
in his handwriting, making in magna-
nimous term to General Lee for the
surrender of the Army of Northern
Virginia at Appomattox.

Each of these letters are photo-
graphed from the originals in the New
York Historical Society.

One of the greatest accomplishments of this Division was the
monument at Gettysburg, conceded to be the most beautiful memorial
on that battle-ground, tho far from the largest or handsomest. The
money for this memorial was secured entirely through the efforts of
the "Daughters of the Confederacy"™ of North Caroiina, The State Legis-
lature finally agreed to appropriate a goodly sum after having been
urged by a committee from the U.D.C. The paramount workx of the Di-
vision at this time is the working at Fort Fisher. It seems incred-
ible that the State has not markxed the site of a Fort that was the
means of sustaining the Confederate Army the last year of the war,
and that was defended almost entirely by Carolinians during the three
day seige in 1869.

THOMAS HALL BATTLE

With feelings of deepest sorrow and regret, the Rocky Mount Public
Library Association of the Thomas Hackney Braswell Memorial Library re-
corded the passing of one of its most distinguished members—the beloved Chair-
man cof the Board of Trustees for twelve years—Thomas Hall Battle.

Elected as Chairman of the Board, at the organization of Rocky Mount’s
first public library, on April 22nd, 1922, he served faithfully and devotedly, until
forced by ill health to relinquish all respensibility of active participation in
business affairs, the Chairmanship of the Lbrary Board was the last active
duty he regretfully laid down.

Keenly interested in every smallest detail, every phase of library service to
the citizens of Rocky Mount, he was never too busy to respond cheerfully to
any demand upon his time, to give his wise counsel and encouragement to-
wards any goal of achievement planned by the librarian and Board, for the
growth, expansion and usefulness of the public library to Rocky Mount.

If there was a demand for a specific book or hooks, by the public, that the
library’s limited resources could not supply, and if he heard about it, he im-
mediately went to his home to search through his own private library, and
gave many of his much-loved and highly prized volumes to fill a need of the
library.

Upon one occasion in the first year of its existence, he came into the small
room that was then the library, with his usual cheery greeting, and asked,
“Well, how is business?’ The librarian replied, ‘“Business is fine, but T am a
little troubled aboqut our financial condition. There is cnly 18c in the ‘treasui'Y-
What are we going to do?’ He replied, ‘“Don’'t let that worry you; gust keeg
up wvour enthusiasm, and continue the good work, and the money will come.

He was onlv gone about two hours, when he returned, and to the amaze-
ment of the librarian, laid on her desk four One Thousand Dollar checks—ask-
ing how that looked to tide over the emergency. He had gone out .and made an
appeal to three leading citizens to come to the rescue of a spiendid cause—the

building up of a public library for Rocky Mount, which at this time, badly
needed support and aid. Writing out his own check for One Thousand Dollars.
Thesr three splendid citizens upon whom he called, nchly responded—each \yrit-
ing his check for a similar amount. I think he might like for me, at this time,
to acknowledge publicly, a tribute due these three good citizens who “stood by”
so splendidly at his call, sharing equally with him, in this act of wonderful
generosity to the library in its hour of need. The names signed to those other
three checks were: A. P. Thorpe, J. C. Braswell, and D. J. Rose. )
That one incident is an example of the influence, the greatness and fine-
ness of the man. His pride and love for Rocky Mount as a citizen, Al.mew no
bounds. His unselfishness, his vision, integrity, good judgment and wise busi-
ness sense, made him a personal advisor to hundreds; commanded the respeqt
and admiration of all who came into contact with him, and there was no he:sx-
tancy on the part of these outstanding business men of the city, to whom e
appealed. i
At the Library his guiding hand, his calm judgment, his encouragement
and understanding are sorely missed, when difficulties and problem.s beget our
path, and so—in the name of the Themas Hackney Braswell Memorial Library,
we desire to have inscribed upon the City Records this tribute to the memory
of this wonderful, true friend of the library that future generations may knqw
and appreciate the loyal and devoted part he had in giving to Rocky_MoEmt‘ its
splendid public library, that has hecome such a vital and important institutoin
of community service, for the benefit of all its citizens. !

A number of citizens have asked to
be informed as to this emergency.
The present city appropriation is in
the same amount that it was found
necessary to supply, for the adequate
functioning of the original small li-
brary in 1928—and, in addition to the
appropriation in 1928, the city also
supplied public utilities free of charge.

The present policy of the city ¥ not
to supply public utilities free to any
of the public institutions, which of
course works quite a hardship upon
the library’s finaneial management
at present, with no increase in ap-
propriation from the 1928 figure, plus
the enormous increase in heating,
lighting and other current expenses
of the greatly increased space, facili-
ties and service of the enlarged li-
brary., The phenomenal growth of
the library service made by the
steadily increasing demands of the
public upon its resources, made it
necessary to expand its quarters and
ite personnel, ‘which necessarily
means a great increase in the run-
ning expense of same.

This statement of facts is not in
any way a criticism of the City Fath-
ers who have always “gstood by”
nobly when the library needs have
been presented for their congideration,
and will, we are sure, do sO again
when the next Budget is made up.
In July 1928 the City Board, by the
request of the Chairman of the Li-
brary Board, increased the appropria-
tion for the library from $350.00 to
$500.00 per month. In the 1932 de-

preesion it was found necessary t

cut 1-5 of library appropriation—re.
ducing the amount from $500.00 to
$400.00 per month, In August 1834
one half of that cut was restored and
August, 1937 the other half of cut
was returned bringing the appropria-
tion back to the 1928 figure—but min-

supplied this vital need in his desire

The citizens of Rocky Mount, and
the City Board appreciate this fact
and feel it is a privilege as well as an
obligatory duty that the City provide
adequately for the maintenance of
this important community institu-
tion—this priceless gift to our City.
1t is quite patent that the running

expenses of a public ‘institution in- ]
creased four times in capacity and ||

service from that of 1928, that the
same appropriation will be inadequate
to function successfully.

Yet it isn't a vastly different boat in
which every person finds himself. He must
realize not only that life at the most is a
pretty short period of time, but also that
life, with all its modern day hazards, is
mighty uncertain.

Aside from the religious viewpoint, which
is so vital that it may be taken as a mat-
ter of fact in a Christian nation, there are
many things a person should think of as
he recalls that his own life is but a spark
in this old world. Most persons who amount
to something in a material way generally
wait until they have reached a ripe old age
before thinking of the mark they want to
leave behind them. Then, they think in
terms of their possessions and give some-
thing which may stand as a physicial, last-
ing memorial.

But-there are others who are not over-
burdened with material things. What ean
they leave? Everyone has a personality,
which may be developed either in a charm-
ing manner, permitted to grow stale, or
never developed at all. One may rest as-
sured, however, that the person who has
spent many years of his life making friends
is not going to be forgotten soon even if he
never accumulated a = great deal of this
world’s goods.

And since life is so uncertain, one cannot
afford to put off the matter of storing up
a sufficiency of that which he is endowed
with in order that others may benefit
therefrom and he may be long remembered.

A beautiful custom has sprung up here—
namely, that of contributing books in mem-
ory of a departed friend. Thus, one who has
been able to leave only a cherished memory
' may feel that he will be remembered in a
useful memorial. There is ample opportun-
ity to aid this worthwhile venture which
bears the stamp of approval of the local |
library officials, and it honors both the de- |
[#ceased and the person who makes the
¥ memorial possible.

There is something cold, almost forbid- |
ding about huge tombstones which cost a
great deal of money and which stand there
silently keeping watch over the grave of |
the deceased—always calling attention to
the fact that the individual is dead. Such
things as books, etc., bespeak more of life
and the living.
