OFFICERS’ TRAINING CAMPS
Eastern Department, U. S. Army

I. General Plan.

In order to provide officers for the forces to
be authorized by Congress for service during the
war, the War Department has announced the fol-
lowing plan:

Fourteen officers’ training camps will be estab-
lished throughout the United States in territorial
districts, such camps to train candidates for com-
missions as officers to serve with the troops to be
raised subsequently in similar territorial districts.
The course of training will be for three months
beginning May 8th. Men will be obligated to ac-
cept such appointments in the Officers’ Reserve
Corps as may be tendered them by the Secretary
of War.

From the men trained, about 10,000 will be
selected to officer the first increment of 500,000
troops which Congress is expected to authorize.
Men trained but not chosen for this service will,
if found fit, be commissioned in the Officers’
Reserve Corps for service with later increments
of troops.

This plan will be carried out under the pro-
visions of Section 54 of the National Defense Act
(approved June 3, 1916). The plan is a modifi-
cation, suited to war conditions, of the Federal
Military Training Camps for civilians as hereto-
fore maintained, including the intensive methods
of field training therein employed. The plan
also includes further training for members of the
Officers’ Reserve Corps, and those who have been
recommended for commissions in said Corps or
have heretofore applied for such commissions.

II. Date of Camps.
May 8, 1917.

III. Location of Camps in Eastern Dept.

[Note.—For the purposes of these camps Kentucky
is attached to the Central Department and Mississippi
to the Southern Department, and are therefore not
included in the following list:]

Plattsburg Barracks (N. Y.), for New York City and
Long Island and for Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Massachusetts, Connecticut, and Rhode
Island.

Madison Barracks (N. Y.), for remainder of New
York State and Northern Pennsylvania (4. e., 10th,
11th, 14th, 15th, 16th, 25th and 28th Penn. Con-
gressional Districts).
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
