ROGER BRUNYATE is a native
of Northern Ireland and has been a
permanent resident of the U.S. since
1978. He studied at Trinity College
in England and did doctoral studies
at the University of Texas. He is
currently co-ordinator of opera at
the Cincinnati Conservatory and
has worked with the Edinburgh and
Glyndebourne festivals as well as
taught at a number of institutions.’
Mr. Brunyate joins the Music Center
as a faculty member and stage
director for two of the Opera
Workshop productions.

JAMIE HAFNER is a native of
Brunswick, Georgia, and did his
undergraduate and graduate studies
at the University of Cincinnati.
Following a stint with the West
Point Band, he directed bands in
Georgia and is presently on the
faculty of the University of Toledo
where he directs the band. At
Brevard, Mr. Hafner directs the
Wind Ensemble and serves as
principal tubist with the Music
Center Orchestra.

NICHOLAS HARSANYI joins the
Music Center as conductor of the
Transylvania Symphony for the first
time this season. A native of
Hungary, he received his early
training at the Franz Liszt Royal
School of Music in Budapest. His
career has spanned a wide experience
in conducting and education,
including posts at Westminster
Choir College, Princeton,
Interlochen Arts Academy, and the
North Carolina School of the Arts.
His work with the Princeton
Chamber Orchestra and the Bach
Aria Group is of particular note.
We welcome this distinguished
musician to Brevard.

JOHN RICHARDS McCRAE has
been producer-director of the
Music Center's Opera Workshop
since its founding in 1965. A native
of South Carolina, he received his
training at the University of South
Carolina, the Institute of Musical
Art, and the Juilliard Graduate
School in New York. During his
singing career, he appearced with
many national companies. Since
1952, he has been Professor of Voice
and founding director of the Opera
Workshop at Converse College's
School of Music. He was General
Director of the Charlotte Opera
Company for many years and guest
director with numerous other
companies.
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DAVID O'DELL joins the Music
Center Artist-Faculty as violist and
as conductor of the Youth Orchestra.
A native of Oregon, he studied at
Eastern Washington University and
received a doctorate from the
University of lowa. He has
conducted at the high school and
college level, and is presently
orchestra director at St. Olaf College
in Minnesota. He has also served as
principal violist with a number of
orchestras and festivals. His wife,
Geraldine, joins our faculty as

a violinist.

MARY NELL SAUNDERS returns
to Brevard as director of choral
activities. She is presently on the
music faculty at Queens College in
Charlotte, N.C., and also conducts
the Charlotte Youth Oratorio
Singers. She became the first woman
to receive a doctorate in choral
conducting from Indiana University
in 1977. This summer she will also
serve as choral clinician at the
National Presbyterian Conference in
Montreat, N.C., and will conduct
the University of Michigan All-State
High School Choir at Interlochen.

WILLIAM PHARRIS, a native of
Columbus, Georgia, received his
formal training at Florida State
University and Columbus College.
He presently teaches in Atlanta,
and is a member of numerous
professional organizations in music.
At Brevard, Mr. Pharris serves as
Coordinator of the Teacher-Aide
Program, conductor of the
Symphonic Band, and teacher of
bass clarinet.

WARD WOODBURY serves as
conductor and chorus master for
the Brevard Opera Workshop in
addition to other special
performances with orchestras at
the Center. His formal musical
training was done at Western State
College of Colorado and the Eastman
School of Music. Dr. Woodbury has
wide experience as a conductor of
choral, operatic, and symphonic
music and is active in numerous
regional and national professional
organizations. In addition to his
teaching at Rollins College, he is
also conductor of the famed Bach
Festival in Winter Park, Florida.




GUEST ARTISTS

PERRY DANIELS, a Brevard
alumnus, has been a performer and
teacher at the Music Center since
1966. He received his doctorate from
the University of Michigan and has
taught at a number of institutions.
He has had wide experience in
oratoria, opera and concert, and
sang with the Amato Opera Theatre
in New York and the Civie Opera
in Dubuque, Iowa. He is presently
on the faculty at Converse College
where he also conducts the
Spartanburg Symphony Chorus.

RUDOLF FIRKUSNY has been
hailed as one of the 20th century’s
great pianists, a master interpreter
of the Classical and Romantic
repertory, and the world’s foremost
authority on the music of his native
Czechoslovakia. He has played with
most of the world’s great orchestras
and conductors, and has been
acclaimed for his pianistic briliiance
and musical authority the world
over. This is Mr. Firkusny’s first
performance at Brevard and,
hopefully, just the first of many in
the future.

MARISA GALVANY has appeared
with Brevard’'s Opera Workshop on
several occasions, including our
first production of “Aida” some
years ago. She made her debut at
the Met in 1979 in the title role

of “Norma”, ten years after making
her debut with the New York City
Opera opposite Beverly Sills in
“Maria Stuarda”. She has been
performing all over the world in
opera and in television productions
in recent years. She has the
distinction of being the only artist
to open three consecutive seasons
of the New Orleans Opera Company.
We welcome back a good friend and
great artist.

KATHRYN HOLM is a member of
the Artist-Faculty of the Music
Center as harpist. She received her
formal trainig at the North Carolina
School of the Arts and the Cleveland
Institute of Music. She is presently
on the faculty of the University of
South Florida, and plays with the
Florida Gulf Coast Symphony.

ERIC HOOVER is principal flutist
on the Artist-Faculty at Brevard.
His formal training was done at
Duquesne University, New England
Conservatory, Peabody
Conservatory, and Catholic
University. He is presently Professor
of Flute at Arizona State University.

IRA LEVIN is a winner of the
1980 American National Chopin
Competition in Florida and will
soon be going to Poland for the
international phase of this contest.
A native of Chicago, he began his
performing career at the age of 13,
and has since given numerous public
performances. As a composer, he
has had a number of works
performed around the country. At
present, Mr. Levin is studying with
Jorge Bolet at the Curtis Institute
in Philadelphia.
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FRANK LITTLE may be proudly
claimed as one of Brevard’s “own”
since he performed as a singer/actor
and served as director of public
relations at the Center for a number
of years. He is now a regular
performer at the Met and the
Chicago Lyric Opera, as well as
appearing with other companies and
orchestras in this country and in
Europe. A native of Tennessee, he
received his doctorate from
Northwestern University, and
presently combines an active singing
career with teaching and adminis-
trative duties at DePaul University.
His many friends in the Carolinas
welcome him back.

GELLERT MODOS, pianist, is a
native of Budapest, Hungary and
was trained at the outstanding
conservatories of Europe. Since his
arrival in this country in 1971, he
has had a growing concert career
and as artist-in-residence on the
campuses of major universities. His
many appearances in North Carolina
have earned him an enthusiastic
following, particularly for his
performances of the works of Franz
Liszt. Mr. Modos became a member
of the Brevard Music Center
Artist-Faculty in 1978.

WILLIAM McDONALD returns as
a member of the Artist-Faculty and
leading tenor at the Music Center.
Born and trained in this country,
his magnificent tenor voice has been
heard in numerous opera houses and
concert halls around the world. A
member of the New York City Opera
and a recent affiliate artist with
the Houston Opera Company, he
has appeared with many noted
artists in live performances and

on national ETV. A versatile singer,
his roles have encompassed musical
comedy, oratorio, choral groups,
and teaching.

PETER NERO returns to our
concert stage after too long an
absence. A native of Brooklyn, he
received his formal training at
Julliard and Brooklyn College, and
soon became known to the world as
a pre-eminent pops performer and
recording artist. His many activities
as pianist, composer, arranger, and
more recently as conductor of the
enormously popular Philly Pops (in
Philadelphia), continue to make
him one of the busiest and most
sought-after performers on the
concert stage and entertainment
meccas.

ROSS MAGOULAS is a native of
South Carolina and received his
formal musical training at Converse
College and Florida State
University. He has been delighting
Brevard audiences with his comic
artistry and portrayals since 1966,

. during which time he has also served

as voice teacher and registrar for
the Music Center. Since 1956,
Magoulas has taught voice at Berry
College and has directed the Concert
Choir and the Berry Singers.

VAL PATACCHI last appeared at
Brevard in 1969 as the King in
“King and I”. His career as a
singer has included many years of
touring with various opera
companies after his formal training
at the Academy of Vocal Arts in his
native Philadelphia. He has
appeared throughout the country as
guest artist with numerous opera
companies, festivals and theatres,
and is regarded as one of our most
versatile and experienced singer/
actors today. Mr. Patacchi has
served as head of the voice and opera
department at Stephens College for
a number of years.



CHRISTOPHER REX was a 1979
Artist Winner of the National
Federation of Music Clubs, the
youngest cellist ever to win the
coveted string prize. A native of
Florida, he received his formal
training at the New School of Music
and the Curtis Institute, both in
Philadelphia, and later at Julliard.
He is a former member of the
Philadelphia Orchestra, the New
Chamber Players of Philadelphia,
and the Philadelphia Chamber
Ensemble. Heis currently solo cellist
of the Atlanta Symphony Orchestra.

RUGGIERO RICCI has been one of
the world’s pre-eminent violinists
for more than a half-century since
his heralded debut in San Francisco
at the age of ten. He has well over
5,000 concerts in his career record
and has played more often, for more
people, in more different cities and
countries over a longer period of
time than any other living solo
instrumentalist. His repertoire is
incredibly large and his virtuosity
unsurpassed. Mr. Ricci last
appeared at Brevard in a benefit
performance to establish a memorial
scholarship fund in honor of
violinist Benno Rabinoff, and we
gratefully welcome back this
incomparable violinist and friend.

WARREN RICH returns to the
Music Center as a member of our
Artist-Faculty, soloist, and chamber
musician. A graduate of Julliard
where he studied piano with Muriel
Kerr and Rosinna Lhevinne, he has
concertized widely in this country,
Europe, and South America. His
Town Hall debut in New York took
place in 1961, and he is currently
Head of the Piano Department at
the School of Musical Education,
New York City.

JOSEPH ROBINSON is a native of
Lenoir, North Carolina and a true
alumnus of the Music Center, having
attended as student, staff member,
and faculty member. He attended
Davidson College and the Woodrow
Wilson School of Public and
International Affairs at Princeton.
His musical activities have been
many, including the solo oboe
positions with the Mobile and
Atlanta Symphonies, the faculty of
the N. C. School of the Arts. He
currently occupies the position of
solo oboist with the N. Y.
Philharmonic and, as a trustee

of the Brevard Music Center, is
spending several weeks in residence
to work with our students.

SPEBSQSA, or the Society for the
Preservation and Encouragement of
Barbershop Quartet Singing in
America, has made a real place for
itself in the programming at the
Brevard Music Center with their
two appearances on Pops concerts
in past years. Few professional
artists or organizations find as much
sheer joy in making music or can
enliven an audience with their
enthusiasm as can the “SPEBS".
The often-intricate close harmonies
of their barbershopping is amazing
to musicians and non-musicians
alike, and are truly a genuine part
of Americana.

RICHARD VERSALLE is a native
of Michigan and until recent years
was best known to audiences in the
Midwest through his work with
many orchestras and opera
companies. However, his name and
talent are being recognized much
more widely now since he has just
completed his third season with the
Lyric Opera of Chicago and, in 1978,
made his debut at the Met in
“Aida”. He has since been appearing
with other companies in this country
and in Canada ain both lyric and
dramatic tenor roles. This is his first
appearance at the Brevard Music
Center.
