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PREFACE

FURNISHED BY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

NORTH CAROLINA.

A State of Wonderful Natural Resources.

North Carolina offers the widest range of climates, the greatest

diversity of soils, the most diversified timber growth. The stock-

man, dairyman, grain-grower, fruit-grower, cotton-grower, market-

gardener and florist, can each find here the soil and climate best

suited to each with transportation facilities unsurpassed. Ter min-

eral resources are apparently inexhaustible. The tuberose grows

to perfection in one season, and growers are able to sell them at the

same price per thousand that growers at the North must have per

lunidred.

No State excels it in natural resources, in magnificent water

powers, in agricultural and horticultural advantages, in grand

scenery and delightful climate.

It is included nearly between the parallels 34 degress and 361/2

degrees north latitude, and between meridians 751/2 degees and 84%
degrees west longitude.

The extreme length of the State from Bast to West is 5031/2 miles

;

the average breadth is 100 miles; -its e^xtreme breadth is 1871/) miles.

Its area embraces 52,286 square miles, of which _48,666 is land, and

3.620 is water.

It reaches from the sea-coast to an altitude nearly 7,000 feet, to

the highest mountains east of the Rockies. Its soil and climate

afford opportunity for profitably raising most of the products of

the earth common to the United States. Its vast range of minerals,

stones and wood invite the attention of persons seeking such invest-

ments for immediate or future development.

Its climate is unsurpassed. Dr. R. H. Lewis, a distinguished phy-

sician, the able and efficient Secretary of the State Board of Health,

says: "As to climate, we occupy the vantage-gromid of the golden

mean, inclining somewhat to the warmer side. It is neither too

hot nor too cold. While we have generous siTmniers—long enough
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to mature two crops of many kinds—the thermometer does not rise

as high as it does far to the northward of us, and the summer tem-

perature is not usually oppressive. We also have a sufficiency of

winter, with occasional light snows, and once in every few years, ice

thick enough to skate on in safety, and with rain and dark days,

but, on the whole, bright and sunshiny. Our winters are just long

enough and severe enough to restrore the snap and vigor and elas-

ticity that may have been weakened by the summer—we are enabled

to fully recoup any physical waste attributable to long and con-

tinued heat."

Combining all these sanitary advantages, and supplemented by
most charming environment of woods, hills and water spaces, Fay-

etteville, in Cumberland county, stand conspicuous and ever attrac-

tive. It is on the direct railway thoroughfare between Florida and
northern cities and makes a delightful halway house for such as

elect to tarry on their way. For thirteen years I have made some
portion of this phenomenal atmospheric eddy my place of winter

residence, after testing all the resorts between Norfolk and the Rio

Grande with comparison in favor, all told, of Fayetteville.

Fayetteville, N. C.

Cumberland County is situated in the western part of the Eastern

division of North Carolina, 50 miles above tidewater, and Fayette-

ville, the county-seat, and early after the Revolution one of the alter-

nate seats of the General Assembly of the State, the Federal Con-

stitution having been ratified here in 1789—is situated on the west

bank of the Cape Fear river, at the head of steamboat navigation.

It is a port of entry ; and a regular line of steamers plies between
it and the sea-port of Wilmington, the river being navigable all the

year. The Cape Fear at this point divides the flat lands of Eastern

Carolina from the rolling country of the Middle Section. The banks

or bluffs at the boat landing are 70 feet above low water. The
government has adopted a scheme to canalize the Cape Fear River

by which a depth (minimum) of water will be assured at Fayette-

ville the year round of 8 feet. This work when completed will cost

$1,300,000; $50,000 has been appropriated to buy lands and rights-

of-wa,ys, etc. We have 9 Cotton Mills, 2 Silk Mills and many other

varied industries. The corporate limits extend west from the river

1% miles, and north and south 2 miles. The western half rests upon
a level plateau 15 feet above the eastern hall, which latter is level

with the top of the river bluff. Cross Creek, a picturesque stream

of clear sandhill water, supplying within the city limits 250 horse-

power, enters from the north-west, and, flowing east by south, almost

cuts the town in half. Blount's Creek, another clear sandhill stream,

supplying within the city limits 150 horse-power, enters from the
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south-west, and flowing east by north through the upper plateau,

and along the southern boundary, turns north into the lower plateau

and unites with Cross Creek in the north-eastern quarter of the

town, whence they empty into the Cape Fear half a mile off.

The lands on the east side of the Cape Fear River belong to the

class of gray sandy loams of the average piney woods uplands. Near
the river, on both sides, are large tracts of semi-swamp and oak
and pine flats, which are very productive. The west side of the

river, after rising from the river bottoms, is rolling, sandy country,

occasionally presenting broad flats of lands susceptible of high im-

provement, producing grains, cotton, fruits and vegetables of all

varieties.

Only because we need the population to intelligently cultivate

our lands they can now be bought very cheap—from $5.00 per acre

to $50.00 per acre—which are really worth four times these prices,

just as any land that can be made to yield a crop to net $100 per

acre is worth more than $100 per acre.

Trucking Interests.

The cultivation of small tracts of land by large numbers of people

in this country has demonstrated the fact that pur climate and soil

is well adapted to trucking of all kinds. We have several large

farmers here who are constantly shipping all kinds of vegetables,

berries and fruits by the carload to the Northern markets. But
nx^merous amateurs have gone into this business, cultivating from
one-fourth to a dozen acres in the experiment. Large sums of

money have been made by these experimentors on lettuce, asparagus,

• beans, and melons. Our freight facilities are so excellent that fruits,

etc., gathered one afternoon can be on the breakfast tables of Rich-

mond, Washington and Baltimore the next morning. The trucking

industry has grown beyond all conception in Cumberland county

in the last two years, and it is a business that can not be overdone,

liands are abundant and cheap.

Practically all the experimentors have become regular truckers.

Shipments of truck of all kinds have increased many fold. Fayette-

ville was never so prosperous and its prosperity is constantly in-

creasing.

Quality of Raw Cotton.

The cotton marketed in Fayetteville possesses generally a clean,

pearly-colored, fine fibred and strong staple, fully 1 to IVs inches

in length. It is carefully harvested and ginned, and generally free

from dirt and trash. The average grade is strict middling, and it

is highly prized at numerous Eastern mills.
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other Advantages.

To the manufacturer of articles that are made from wood the sur-

rounding forests and river bottoms supply almost unlimited quanti-

ties of both varieties of pine, several of the best oaks, of hickory,

birch, ash, beech, sweet and black gum, dogwood, persimmon, cypress

and juniper.

The attention of persons desiring to manufacture paper from wood
pulp is especially called to our numerous woods suitable for that

purpose, as well as to the magnificent and convenient water-power

of this county. The Government is building a fine Post-office Build-

ing at Payetteville, $70,000 being appropriated.

To Tourists.

The Atlantic Coast Line will allow stop-over privileges on all

tickets (within limit) at Fayetteville, N. C, by applying to their

conductors in charge, and will participate in one-way settlers' rates

from Ohio and Mississippi River gateways—Cincinnati.

While the present railroad facilities of Fayetteville are second to

no city in the South, yet as suggestive of the probability that in the

near future we will have two more independent lines of railroads

built into our city, we give the foUowings facts : The Mills interest

have a railroad now in operation from Raleigh south to Payetteville,

N. C. and the Duke interests are now operating a railroad from
Apex to Duke. Duke is about twenty-three miles north of Fayette-

ville, so in order to connect with our steamboat lines they will both

come here ; besides, in order to reach their objective points of

Charleston and Southport, respectively, they must come here, since

because of our geographical situation and the topography of the

country they can't reach these ports by any other route. We now
here direct connection between Fayetteville and Southern Pines by
Blue's railroad.

was established in 1817, and, for the most of that time, has been in

possession of the late Edward J. Hale or his son, the present owner
and editor. For the two decades ending with 1865, it was the most

influential and most widely circulated journal, in North Carolina,

and was one of the leading papers of the South, having a large circu-

lation in all the States between North Carolina and the Mexican

border. As a result of the destruction of its office buildings and

property by General Sherman, in 1865, and of the decadence of the

town in which it was printed, its publication was suspended for a

period thereafter.
